Most recently, Dr. Rosenblit has been working with Tech Launch Arizona to 
commercialize CAST, a computer-assisted surgical training system that he 
invented here at the UA. 

You’ll also learn about services TLA provides FOR FREE, including assistance with 
invention reports (as required by many research contracts), management of 
intellectual property protection, asset development funding to prepare early-stage 
inventions for licensing, and more.
